Eligibility
Students in the Third, Fourth, Fifth and Sixth year levels of studies at UWA can apply to complete an IFMSA exchange. 
Duration of exchange 

Exchanges are of a non-negotiable period of four weeks, calendar month only.
Time of exchange 

Outgoing exchanges may be taken at any time during the year, subject to approval by the Faculty of Medicine and Dentistry. Most exchanges occur during the Summer vacation period, from November – January.
